Creating Airchecks of Voice Track Sessions
1)
You must be in the studio where you originally recorded your voice tracks.

2)
Set up the board so Scott 1, 2, 3 are turned on and faded up with Program 1 and 4 turned on. Turn down Scott 2&3 a little so your voice (on Scott 1) can be heard well.

3)
Open VT32 to one of your recorded times and advance to your first Voice Track 

4)
On left computer, open SoundForge (or Audition)

Click on Red circle and Choose multiple takes w/ regions

File/ New File (Audition)
5)
Begin record on SoundForge/Audition by clicking Red Circle 


On VT32, Click “Preview” – This will play end of song before your break, your break, and the start of the song after your break. Click “Stop Preview”. 
On SoundForge, click Stop (the square button) on the Recorder.
On Audition, click the “Pause” button
 6)
Advance to your next Voice Track ...and repeat


Click Red Button on SoundForge

Click the Pause Button on Audition

At end, you’ll have a SoundForge/Audition file that you can edit.


To save the file, Click “File/Save As” and save as an MP3 file (the default is Wave, so change to MP3). Remember where you save it! You can now put it on your flashdrive/disc/media o’choice
